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Abstract

There are three wars in Gulf Coast so far. The 1st Gulf war was happened from 
1980 to 1988 between Iraq and Iran for eight years. The 2nd Gulf war (2 August
1990 to 28 February 1991) was a conflict between Iraq and a coalition force of 
approximately 30 nations led by the United States and mandated by the United 
Nations in order to liberate Kuwait. The 3rd Gulf war was started with the 2003 
invasion of Iraq. Subsequent occupation of Saddam Hussein-led Ba’athist Iraq by a 
United States-led coalition has resulted in ongoing asymmetric warfare between 
resistance forces and coalition forces. Information technologies have been envoled 
for centuries in many countries. Military revolution, united nations role and the 
face of 21st century future warfare have been deeply influenced by those three Gulf 
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wars.
