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Legal Analysis of the Extinction of Sikkim

Abstract

Sikkim is geographically a thumb-shaped State borders Nepal in the west, the Chinese Tibet Auton-
omous Region to the north and east, and Bhutan in the south-east. The Indian State of West Bengal bor-
ders Sikkim to its south. Despite its tiny size, Sikkim is geographically diverse, owing to its location on
the Himalaya. The climate ranges from subtropical to high alpine. "Kanchenjunga" is the world's third
highest peak, located in the north western part of the State on the boundary with Nepal. The mountain
can be seen from most parts of the Sikkim. Sikkim has now become one of India's most visited States,
due to its reputation of cleanliness and scenic beauty.

Sikkim, the Tang Dynasty called Dremojong, was formerly the portal for Tibet which has been part
of the territory of the Tibetan area. During Tang dynasty around 640 A.D. the Tang Princess Wen Cheng
was married Tibetan King to check Tuyuhun of the Tibetan rebellion. The ninth century, Tibet was a
military power. Yuan Dynasty in the thirteenth century, Tibet has been incorporated into China. Sikkim
with its ancient name Dremojong, original belongs to Tibet. In 1791, Qing China sent troops to support
Sikkim and defend Tibet against the People from Nepal. Following Nepal's subsequent defeat, Sikkim
became a suzerainty of Qing Dynasty. Later the arrival of the British Raj in neighboring India, Sikkim
