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Mr. President, Distinguished members of
IOC(International Olympic Committee)and my
fellow delegates:
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The Republic of China takes the floor first time
in this meeting so far.

of race ,religion or politics, but today ,you and I
have just all heard, some of our friends just said
,although ,you have done nothing against Olympic
rules, you didn’t have to do anything wrong ,but
simply ,we don’t like you anymore, because you’re
not an independent country. Ladies and Gentlemen,
disregard that how changeable this practicable world
could be, but up to now, there are still a numerous
countries , unshakable and respectable independent
countries are holding formal diplomatic tie with
us ,and most of these countries are also your good
friends. They recognize your existence ,as well as
recognize the existence of my beloved country —The
Republic of China ,how can you deny that we are
not as good as independent are? But unfortunately,
we’ve to admit that China now has been in a divided
situation, separated in two different areas, to talk
about sovereign state ,as we all know it very clear
, There are five basic factors . The government,
the people, the territory the sovereignty and the
independence, no one in this world could claim
that we are in short of any one of those five, no one
in this world cound claim neither they have any
effective control over the territory of my country, nor
exercising such control over sports in our area, as
many members of IOC who have visited my country
can be readily testified.
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However, if anyone who has qualify himself to
meet the requirement of the Olympic rules ,wishes to
be accepted as one of the member of this big Olympic
family. As loyal member as we always are ,we shall
not vote against it, some of friends also said ,the
other one has 800 millions in population ,we are
only the small one ,but with our 16 millions people
,still ranks among the first 40 out of 130 countries in
this world today, if the Republic of China is expelled
merely because of it population is small. Then what

will happen to the other nearly 9o countries whose
population are even smaller than us.
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Some also mentioned something about The United
Nations, as we all know that Olympic organization
is an entire independent body and has nothing to do
with The United Nations, it would be a real insult,
if comparing the “Olympic” to that pure political
agency. Besides, the UN membership has never
been pre-requisite for Olympic members, if that has
been the case, then a great number of our colleagues
will have to be disqualified .At this moment, our
Republic of China Olympic committee still maintains
16 international sport federations, including such
major Olympic sports as athletics, swimming and
football etc. Therefore we would like to appeal to you
,how can a fellow member by expelled without any
violation of law. How can we let the basic rights of
millions youth to play in different sports be easily
deprived .Gentlemen, please use your wisdom and
judgment as well as your good sense of justice and
sportsmanship .We all know it very well, the success
of Olympic is largely due to the perfection of its
Olympic rules, and the rule to the law abiding spirit
of all those who guided the functions, as long as the
rule exists, then they must be obeyed, and obeyed by
all members.
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We shall not in any case mourn the death of our
late Olympic president Mr. Avery Brundage with
disgrace, because throughout all his life .He had
been continuously convinced us, there are many
more meaningful and beautiful thing besides the
“Politics™!!
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The dignity and great name of Olympic must by all
means be maintained.
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My dear friends , this is definitely not only for the
sake of my country ,but also for the sense of the

security of all other good loyal members.
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This is not only for the extension of simple justice,
but also for the sense of responsibility lies on our
shoulders to the human history.
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And furthermore, this is not only the dignity
of Olympic, but also for the eternal dignity of all
mankind to the unshameful remained always.
