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The Impacts of All-out Defense Education on High
School Students' Cognition and Behavior of Civil
Defense: A Case of High School in Tainan City
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Abstract

This study aims at investigating the impacts of all-out defense education on senior high
school students' willingness to defend their country. On the basis of the curriculum guidance
regarding the international situations, the author develops questionnaires of “civil defense
cognition” and “civil defense behavior” as the means of this research. It uses survey research
as the method, statistically testing and analyzing the attitudes of students in Senior High School
toward civil defense after taking the relevant course(s).

The findings of the study are as follows: the hypothesis, that there is significant statistic
difference between background variables of Senior High School students and their cognition
and behavior of civil defense, is partially supported; there is a significant positive correlation
between civil defense cognition and civil defense behavior; the hypothesis that the students' civil
defense cognition can be used to predict their civil defense behavior is partially supported.

This study observes that the students have less knowledge about the South China Sea dispute
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and the government's efforts to streamline the national defense organization. Instructors should
therefore make full use of online resources, keep students informed of the latest development
of the South China Sea dispute and National Defense Report, and then integrate them into their

teaching plan so that students' awareness of national security can be established.
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
