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After the end of the Cold War, the importance of the Asia-Pacific 
continues to increase, and the region will become a political, economic and 
military center of the world. To maintain the interest, influence and 
leadership of the US in the Asia-Pacific region, the Obama Administration 
proposes the “Rebalancing toward Asia” or “Pivot to Asia” policy to achieve 
US strategic goal by means such as deepening alliance, expanding and 
building partnership, adjusting the structure of force deployment and taking 
advantage of regional mechanisms. Nevertheless, such measures affect and 
change the original power structure of the region. Given the economic and 
military rise of the Mainland China, the posture led by the US will no longer 
exist, leaving a dilemma for regional countries to choose sides. Basically, 
the US has deepened its regional alliance and expanded partnership. Some 
of the regional powers also take this opportunity to develop their relations 
with the US. In the future, the power confrontation between the US and 
Mainland China will continue to dominate the structure in the Asia-Pacific. 
In the meantime, several sub-powers will rise as well. Tensions and conflicts 
will persist. The course taken by Russia will seem to steer the future 
competition for power. 
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Abstract 

Right after his ascendance as Mainland China’s leader, Xi Jinping 
focused most of his diplomatic efforts on managing the relations with 
countries in the Pacific, particularly that with the United States under the 
proposal of building a “New Type of Great Power Relations.” Recently, 
such focus has been expanded to Central, West, and South Asian regions, as 
he has been marketing the “New Asia Security Concept” and the so-called 
“One Belt One Road” economic integration initiative on various regional 
meetings. The two major foreign policies appeal to different audiences, with 
the former targeting the US located east of the Mainland China and the latter 
aiming at countries located west of the Chinese border, namely those in 
Central, West and South Asia. These foreign policies show a diplomatic 
landscape in which Xi Jinping gives considerations to both the east and the 
west. This article first of all respectively examines the definitions, 
backgrounds and implications of the “New Type of Great Power Relations” 
as well as the “New Asia Security Concept” and “One Belt One Road” 
initiative. It then contrasts the strategic calculation behind the two foreign 
policies. Finally, it analyzes the challenges respectively faced by the two 
policies.

This paper tries to apply defensive realism theory toe analyze the new 
development of 2014 Sino-Russian strategic cooperation and its 
implications on the trilateral tension between China, Russia and the United 
States. January of 2014, the outbreak of internal crisis in Ukraine provided 
Russia an opportunity to merge Crimea peninsula. The United States and 
Europe accused Russia of trying to split Ukraine and starting to adopt 
sanction strategies to constrain Russia’s ambition for territorial expansion in 
its neighboring countries. Confronting such dilemma, Russian President 
Vladimir Putin visit to China, seeking for opportunity to reinforcing 
bilateral relations, in order to relieve the pressure from sanctions. Due to the 
United States cannot effectively convince all EU countries to participate in 
sanctions against Russia, which letting Putin have the room to maneuver 
policy influences on the conflict issue of Ukraine. While at the same time, 
China, who was trying to resist or attempt to break the United States’ Policy 
of “Asia Rebalancing”, has adopt a rather tougher attitude toward the United 
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States in the territorial waters dispute. China and Russia in 2014 upgraded 
the China-Russia strategic cooperative partnership to a new stage, not only 
strengthen bilateral friendly relations, but also can balance the trilateral 
tension between China, Russia on the one side, and the United States on the 
another side, this is the current bilateral preferred strategy for China and 
Russia.

Since terror attacks and other social safety incidents in Xinjiang and, 
the Chinese government prevent future attacks or terrorist violence was 
combined stability maintenance with the existing system and border security 
system. Moreover, the Chinese government has raised counterterrorism 
activities to the National Security Council, redesign and reform 
anti-terrorism system, improve the combat policy through the legal level, 
and in the operation of the strong several directions, police, national police 
counter-terrorism work and so on. This study aimed to explore the terrorist 
attacks that occurred in Xinjiang and other regions in China and its impact, 
and to explore the development direction of China counter-terrorism policy.

Abstract 

In Mainland China’s view, “One Country, Two System” is a scientific 
approach to carry out peaceful reunification. Hong Kong social and 
economic systems will remain unchanged for 50 years was Mainland 
China’s promise to the people of Hong Kong. Practically, the contradiction 
of core values and demands between Beijing and Hong Kong arise in the 
Hong Kong Basic Law of 1990. Mainland China had confirm that “The 
ultimate aim is the selection of the Chief Executive by universal suffrage 
upon nomination by a broadly representative Nominating Committee,” 
during the drafting of Hong Kong Basic Law, but it is not the intentions of 
Hong Kong people. In fact, the electoral method of the Chief Executive has 
been a debated issue since 1990. Beijing had treated the issue by “delaying 
tacit” in Hu Jintao era, but it will be resolute by assertive way in Xi Jinping 
era. Moreover, Beijing has tightening control to Hong Kong gradually in 
recent years, and strengthening penetrates Hong Kong media, civil society 
and business sectors. This tendency is eroding the confident of Hong Kong 
people’s positive view of “One Country, Two System” and triggering social 
movement in Hong Kong, such as Occupy Central movement in 2014. This 
article will divided four parts. First, the study introduces the origin and 
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development of “One Country, Two System”. Secondly, it reviews Beijing’s 
proposal on the Hong Kong Chief Executive electoral method. Third, it 
discusses the proposals from Hong Kong civil society. In conclusion, it 
analyzes the implementation of Occupy Central.
