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Abstract 

From the point of view of the Constructivism of International 
Relations, seeking a new type of great power relationship  is actually 
an active action taken by the PRC based on its new perception to the 
international circumstance. However, the U.S. responds only with a “new 
cooperative model”. It implies the retention of the U.S. in recognizing the 
PRC as a new great power. The concept of a “new type of great power 
relationship” will be the guidance for the PRC in dealing with international 
affairs and economic and military issues. So far, there are still many 
differences between the two countries. The PRC must cautiously handle its 
cooperative relationship with the U.S., especially those involve mutual 
strategic benefits, so that the U.S. would consider building an exclusive 
“new type of great power relationship” with the PRC. 
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
