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Campus Bullying: A Case Study of Students from Third 
through Six grade of an Elementary School in Taoyuan

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to explore the experiences of bullying in school 
during childhood and adolescence and to understand their mentality and adaptability 
in the face of bullying through the perspective of mentoring process. Through 
in-depth interviews, we have analyzed the bullying incidencet in Taoyuan City in 
order to understand the background and causes of bullying. The findings are as follow:
First, bullying behavior is not only a simple body or verbal bullying,since the 
relationship of bullying is even more serious. Second, students vigilance contribites
to prevent the phenomenon of recurring bullying. Third, improving school control
can to avoid futther bullying incidents. Fourth, there are many problems in the family 
background of the bully and the victim, resulting in abnormal deviations. Therefore, 
it requires the full cooperation of all sectors of society, schools, parents and teachers. 
Fifth, the family can avoid victim extreme tendency to think. Sixth, when the 
bullying behavior appears, there are many onlookers around, these bystanders silently
contribute to bullying behavior. Therefore, when case studies discover these issues, it 
is suggested that the school level should promote bullying prevention and control 
measures.
