Abstract

Art.7.1 of the Armed Forces Punishment Act records the condition of
Joint Wrongful Acts, while there are still some sort of arguments about the
application and explanation of the rule, and presently there is no opinion in
neither practice nor academic circles, so it may lead to trouble in practical
implementation when people try to make suitable operation in analogous cases
about Joint Wrongful Acts. This paper puts forward suggestions on the
practical implementation through the mutual observation between similar legal
system view of the Criminal Law and the Administrative Penalty Act, and
the purpose of the Armed Forces Punishment Act complemently to seek the

appropriateness of each cases.
