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Study of Cross-Strait Legal System about Atonement of Military

Crimes in Wartime

Abstract

The establishment of a legal system that allows atonement for military
crimes thru active duty service in wartime can remind soldiers that they
cannot avoid wartime service, even while incarcerated. At the same time, it
provides opportunities for military personal convicted of crimes a chance of
redemption. Although the Taiwan military does not currently have a legal
system to deal with crimes during wartime, this article illustrates the importance
of such a system to the current situation in Taiwan through the comparison
of legal systems and historical experience. It also provides constructive
suggestions for the creation of armed services’ crimes atonement system

that conform to military needs.
