    In 1949, the National Government of the Republic of China retreated to Taiwan. At a 
time of internal stability and turmoil, it also faced the dilemma of cutting off U.S. Federal 
Government economic and military aid. While the Communist Party of China (CPC) 
continued to receive support from the Soviet Union which have been promoted military and 
economic. On the other hand, when National Government of the Republic of China (ROC) 
early arrived in Taiwan, the political, economic, military, and public must be constructed and 
integrated as quickly as possible, and the military, which suppo
to be reconciled and reorganized during the Chinese Civil War. There are 37 corps force and 
more than 130 division force, with a total strength of about 600,000.
