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Changes and Reflections on the Prison Reform of the Four Countries

Abstract

In all advanced countries in the world, the criminal policy of prisons is
aimed at correcting and re-socializing to achieve rehabilitation, and to minimize
the use of force to manage prisons. The management model is also based on
humane treatment, emphasizing basic human rights, and stabilizing the prisoner's
situation. But in the four countries of the Andean Region (this article takes
Colombia, Ecuador, Peru, and Venezuela as examples to observe their prison
subculture and their experience in reforms), the study found that in these
countries, “prisoners without sentence” caused prison overcharge/crowding/

corruption/uneven distribution of resources and the main cause of the downfall
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
