Abstract

In this case, the improper revision of “Offenses of Assembles the
Masses for Acting Violence or Threats” was given a restrained interpretation.
This crime is to protect public safety, not the public security criminal law
model expected in the legislative process. The Supreme Court believes that
the circumstances of this crime include occasional instigation of gatherings,
gatherings due to other events, or the group tends to become violent, and
the perpetrators have not left. Most of the theoretical discussions also adopt
the view of affirming the judgment of this case. However, as to whether the
participants need to understand the situation of violence among the masses,
there were disagreements in academic discussions, which further affected the
illegal connotation of this crime.
