Abstract

According to Article 7 paragraph 2 of the Armed Forces Punishment Act,
one person who commits several wrongful acts shall be punished separately
for each act committed, which proves that the object of punishment by the
national army is “wrongful acts” rather than “personality”. This is different
from the “Principle of Oneness of Wrongful Acts” adopted in the Civil

Service Discipline system. The Active Service Men are also Civil Servants,
