Abstract

Military courts of South Korea, Turkey and our nation were set in the
armed forces, and participated by commissioned officers. After trials of
constitutions (or the European Convention on Human Rights), Turkey, South
Korea and our nation eliminated commissioned officers from military courts
in turn. The military courts were set by districts in our nation. Facing national
security and military need, the amendment of our nation makes military courts

and offices of military procurators only hear criminal compensation cases
