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Notice of Lis Pendens and Revocatory Action for Fraudulent

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Abstract

The system functions of the notice of lis pendens under our Code of Civil
Procedure (Article 254, Paragraph 5) can be categorized into two aspects.
Firstly, it serves as a special protective measure to maintain the stability of
the plaintiff's substantive legal status as a property rights holder during the
course of litigation. Secondly, it discloses the information regarding lawsuit
jurisdiction publicly, allowing parties to be informed of litigation risks and to
prevent harm. Since the amendment in 2017, the legislature further narrowed
the scope of application to “parties whose claims are based on property
rights relationships”. Therefore, for parties whose claims are based on debt
relationships, they are explicitly excluded from the application of the notice of
lis pendens.
