The Utilization and Boundaries of Investigative Technology

from the Concept of Intervention

Abstract

Investigation technology refers to various technological methods employed
by criminal investigative agencies. It can be categorized into technological
positioning techniques and technological evidence collection techniques. In recent
years, investigative agencies using GPS tracking devices and IMSI-Catcher have
been deemed illegal surveillance by the highest court, so lawmakers added a new
form of investigative technology to the Code of Criminal Procedure in 2024,
giving investigative agencies the basis for authorization to use technology to
investigate crimes. Investigation technology is often secret and conducted without
the knowledge of the parties involved. In the balance between technological
development and the protection of human rights, the nature of intervention

measures taken by investigative agencies has undergone changes. While covert
