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One of the graduates was Lt. Du Kai-mu, whose military career did not end with
the departure of the Americans. After the war, he was relieved from the front-line
unit and began to fly cargo aircraft for the ROC Air Force. When the Communist
Party of China took over the mainland in 1949, he retreated to Taiwan with the Na-

tionalist government. Du related that family members of those who remained loyal

to the Kuomintang government and the Generalissimo were gathered in Hankow

before being transported to Taiwan by air. His wife and children were sent to Taic-

hung, although his parents and younger siblings were still in Shanghai. Du was for-

tunate to encounter a former ROCAFA classmate who was flying a B-25 that had
been repaired at Shanghai on to Taiwan, so his family members were transported by .«

“private plane”.

When the US resumed military aid and provided the ROC with C-119 transport

aircraft, Du began his service with the 6th Airlift Wing in Pingtung in southern
Taiwan that spanned the next fourteen years. During his career, Du continued to
work with the United States Air Force. He became commander of the 6th Airlift
Wing and later retired with the rank of major gfeneral in 1980. For many years, Du
maintained contact with Raymend Hoﬁges, pilot of the plane that crashed in the
